
Following the publication of the Year 11 exam results, data were collected from 561 Independent Schools Council schools covering
a total of 39,724 candidates. These results include updates following remarks submitted by schools to ISC by 17th October 2016.

Year 11 Exam Results 2016 Summary

Over 60% of GCSE/IGCSE entries awarded A*/A - three times the national average
This year’s GCSE and IGCSE results from ISC 
schools show that 34.9% of entries were 
awarded an A* (nationally 6.5%).

The proportion of entries from pupils 
achieving an A* or A grade was 62.1% 
(nationally 20.5%).

How well do Year 11 candidates perform at GCSEs and IGCSEs?

For ISC schools, the �gures show that 
candidates achieved an average total of 
483.2 points – equivalent to a nine subject 
result of three A*s and six As and an 
average subject entry result of 50.4 points, 
which is closer to an A than a B.

Candidates took on average 9.6 entries.

ISC schools reported the results for 
180,176 IGCSEs and 201,083 GCSEs.
Meaning IGCSEs therefore account for 
47.3% of Year 11 entries.

Pupils typically take a mixture of GCSE and 
IGCSE subjects and in 2016, the vast majority
of pupils (84.3%) obtained at least one IGCSE result.

Pupils at ISC schools took fewer GCSEs 
this year, as more schools o�er the 
alternative IGCSE; 83.1% of schools 
reported at least one IGCSE result. 

There was a 5.5% rise in the number of 
IGCSE entries from pupils at ISC schools 
on last year.

Since 2010, there has been a signi�cant 
drop in the number of GCSE entries taken 
by pupils, a loss of 43.4%. In the same 
time period, the number of IGCSE entries
more than quadrupled. Five schools o�ered
only IGCSEs this year.
